MINISTERIAL FUNDS: AWARD CONDITIONS AND CRITERIA

In the criteria below the term “minister” includes presbyters and deacons.

The Fund for the Support of Presbyters & Deacons (FSPD) – see SO 364(1)
The Fund exists to provide financial assistance, as follows:

· to supernumerary ministers who are in need (and those who have been permitted or directed to become supernumerary);

· to ministers' and probationers' widows or widowers who are in need; 
· to ministers, probationers and student ministers who are in need as a result of illness or impairment, for the purpose of enabling them to continue in or resume their active work or their probation or their training and formation; 
· to ministers, probationers and student ministers who are in acute financial need.
There are two funds which are restricted to the benefit of deacons and their dependants, and will be used as far as possible if the applicant is a deacon as their objectives mirror those of the FSPD, above. However, applicants need not be concerned from which fund any grants are drawn
MDO Funds

When the beneficiary is a deacon, funds which are restricted to deacons and their dependants may be used instead of the FSPD. The purposes of these funds mirror those of the FSPD and applicants need not be concerned which funds are used to offer grants. It is noted that what was previously known as the MDO Holiday Fund is now covered by these funds.
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
